Lab 5: Form Validation Using JavaScript

In this lab, you will edit the data fields in your CGI form to insure that the data is entered correctly.  Form validation is important when processing business forms. The ability to check for the appropriate information placed by the user is extremely important. This lab will teach you how to verify user inputs.
Instructions:
· Create a page that validates text entry fields (alphabetic entry and numeric entry in a valid range). For cases of erroneous entry, provide a nice pop-up dialog that will notify the user which field was entered incorrectly.
· You should also require your users to enter data in each field. Perform the validation when the user selects a Submit button. 
View an example of a form. 
Hint: 
At JavaScript Developer Central, go to the section, “Excerpts from the JavaScript TM Bible” (3rd edition) by Danny Goodman, which provides excellent examples on how to achieve this.
Following is sample code for checking for numeric variables. It can be modified to check for alphabetic characters only.
