The major things I learned in this course are:

1. I learned that Dreamweaver exists and how to use it.  This will make me much more willing to make changes to Web Sites and more willing to use techniques that I have seen on other sites.

2. I found sources for existing JavaScripts and Java Applets as well as sources for CGI scripts and learned how to integrate components from these sources into my work.  This will make me more productive in future work.

3. I learned how to use Dreamweaver Templates and Cascading Style Sheets to provide a common look and feel to many pages efficiently. As a by product, I learned some things that can go wrong when you apply templates to existing pages and don’t immediately check the results in the code (HEAD contents such as Script and META tags can get wiped out).  Living though a first-time mistake is always useful in future work.
